Before the interview
1. Read through the worship team information packet

2. Pray about your involvement on the team and what God is leading you to.

3. Fill out the worship team application at the back of the worship packet and email it to Pastor Jeff (jeff@lbfchurch.com).

4. Choose 2 of the 4 songs below and be prepared to play or sing the instrument or vocal part you hear on the recording to the best of your ability. (No need to learn solos, but learn intros, interludes, and rhythm lines throughout the song) . Due to the singable range of a typical congregation, many of the songs we do are in transposed keys from the original. Please learn the parts you hear as close to the recording as you can, but learn them in the key of the chart we have provided.

During the interview:

Vocalists: Stay on pitch, stay on your part, blend well, and show an overall confidence. If you sing a harmony part you will be asked to sing along with Pastor Jeff, and be able to pick out your part.

Keyboard: Players should be able to show knowledge of chords and display good timing and rhythm. An understanding of keyboard voicings and pad/organ styles is also expected!

Bass: Players should be able to display solid rhythm and timing, as well a good handle on notes/chord structures up and down the fretboard.

Drums: Must have a solid feel, and good grasp of timing and consistency. Must be able to play in various time signatures (4/4, 2/4, 3/4, 6/8), and variations to standard beats. You will be expected to play with a metronome.

Electric Guitar: Must have a comprehensive knowledge and ability to play standard chords and chord shapes up and down the neck. Must have solid strumming patterns and rhythms. Display an understanding of tone and use of effects including distortion and delay. Please bring your own guitar and effects to the interview. An amp will be provided.
Acoustic Guitar: Must have a comprehensive knowledge and ability to play  standard chords and chord shapes. Must have solid strumming patterns and rhythms.

Following the interview 
If all goes well with your interview, you will be asked to come out to some worship team practices to see your overall fit in on the team to continue along in the process of getting you involved. 

If things do not pan out in the interview process, you may be asked to take some additional vocal or instrument lessons before trying out again.
